BATTERY RECYCLING

HAVE YOU WONDERED IF IT IS
OKAY TO DISPOSE OF YOUR
REGULAR ALKALINE BATTERIES
IN THE TRASH? WELL, THE
ANSWER IS NOT SO
STRAIGHTFORWARD. THE RISK
OF THROWING THESE
BATTERIES IN THE TRASH
CREATES A POTENTIAL FOR THE
BATTERY TO LEAK MINERALS
LIKE MANGANESE WHICH CAN
BE TOXIC AT HIGH LEVELS OR
THEY CAN SHORT CIRCUIT AND
CAUSE A FIRE.   THE EPA SAYS
IT IS OKAY TO THROW YOUR
ALKALINE BATTERIES IN THE
TRASH BUT IT IS
RECOMMENDED  THAT YOU
RECYCLE THESE BATTERIES.
